Save The Bay: The largest contribution last year was for
the STB eel grass program. It directly affects striped bass
by improving the habitat for the food chain they need.
High School: The second largest gift was to the Barrington
Education Foundation which helps college-bound grads.
Another gift went to the school’s music department, which
recently ran a school trip to England. Also, parents of mu-
sic students help raise funds for events through the food
concession they sponsor at the shows.

Kid’s fishing: EBA was an early pioneer of taking young
people fishing. Currently we support other kid programs

run by RISAA and Fisherman Magazine who bring the
adventure to thousands of youngsters every summer. The
two programs enable hundreds of children from disadvan-
taged backgrounds to experience the adventure of fishing.
On The Water Magazine also receives EBA donations
which are passed on to the Penikese Island School. Just
north of Cuttyhunk this small Elizabeth Island is a “ther-
apeutic boarding school for struggling teenage boys”
which uses “community service and redemption, rather
than punishment as consequences for poor choices.”
